The returned value should be used to dynamically allocate buffers that are to be used to store
paths.

If a program running with the NEWFILES bit set tries to create a directory with blanks immediately

preceding the dot on a FAT drive, the system rejects the name. For example, if c: is a FAT drive, the
name “file .txt” is rejected and the name “file.txt” is accepted.
